“M y experience of the inauguration was not a 
personal one but one of a family member. I have 
an aunt and uncle that live in D.C and my uncle is 
blind. My uncle did not want to stay out among 
the people at the Mall, but instead asked my aunt 
to take him there so he could take in the aroma 
and feel of everyone around him. So on that 
morning my aunt took him to the capital where 
they walked for a while until he was content. 
They then went home so he could hear the cere-
mony from the television.” –Dionne Crichlow 

 
“We stood shoulder to shoulder joined with hundreds of thousands of shivering peo-
ple stretched as far as the eye could see. My body shuddered in suspense, partly be-
cause I had heard so many times, "They ain't never gone let no black man be presi-
dent" and partly because I knew this was the perfect storm to allow it.  Surprisingly, I 
encountered more people from the south than from closer states. The people seemed 
peaceful, throughout the commotion. There were so many people who didn’t know 
where they were going or how to get there. The police officers had no information 
to direct you. But no one was rushing or pushing, and no one complained - just a little 
stating of the obvious about the cold. Preston and I saw so many people we knew 
from New York and from my alma mater, Fisk University.  In many ways, people 
said, it felt like a family barbeque, and it did. One guy from Memphis brought some 
old slave chains he had gotten from his great grand father. How's that for heavy? I felt 
like I was an eye witness to one of the greatest moments in our history, for me and for 
our children to come.”-Ayesha Porter-Greenwood
